RE: Hobby Hill Disc Golf Statistics

The Hobby Hill Disc Golf Course is entering its 7™ season in operation. In 2024, the course saw
record numbers. A Phone App called “UDisc” is widely used by those in the disc golf
community, and provides statistics related to the use of the course. Please find attached, a report
that has been independently generated by the app providing more demographics of those visiting
the course.

As you can see, Hobby Hill has quickly jumped out in the lead of many other courses throughout
the state. Remarkably, the course comes in 4™ as the most played in the state and 137" in the
country. It goes without saying that those playing the course, likely stop at places like Aldi or a
convenience store on N. Oak prior to playing the course, thus supporting the local economy.

The City’s partnership with the local disc store, Dynamic Discs, has been advantageous to the
success of the course. The owners of the store have recruited many volunteers and provided gifts
in-kind to assist in keeping the course playable at a high level.

Recreation Superintendent, Shelly Hersh, will provide more details related to the attached report,
expand on the upkeep of the course, and provide an overview of plans at Monday night’s City
Council Meeting. Please let me know should you have any questions.
